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The semester report consists of a written document and a presentation.
I. Written Document
The following structure must be followed:
1. Identification
· Name of the University and Doctoral School
· Semester
· Name of the PhD student
· Name of the Supervisor(s)
· Name of the Research Group/Topic Area
· Title of the research topic
2. Report on the semester's research work
· A brief description of results from previous stages of research necessary for understanding the current semester's work.
· For the current semester:
· Research objectives, their significance, and relevance within the discipline.
· Specific research plan.
· Applied research methods (procedures, techniques, methods).
· Itemized presentation of specific, original research results.
· List of primary sources published by other authors used for the specific results.
· Work for the upcoming semester, as a logical continuation according to the research plan.
3. Courses Attended
· Title and code of successfully completed courses, and the instructor's name.



4. Courses Taught
To be provided per subject:
· Name of the Institution, Faculty, and Program.
· Course title.
· Teaching role (lecture, seminar/practice, laboratory).
· Number of hours taught.
· Note: The number of credits earnable through teaching is limited for the duration of the program!
· Official certification of the hours taught is required!
5. Personal Publications
· Publications published, submitted, or accepted during the semester, following the IEEE format, with complete bibliographical data, including ISBN or ISSN numbers.
· Note: Publications not related to the research topic cannot be accepted as performance!
6. Participation in Projects
· If the student performs research work in a project related to their topic, it may be accepted as performance based on the project leader's declaration and credit point recommendation.
7. Signatures
· Date
· Signature of the PhD student
· Signature of the Supervisor(s)

II. Oral Report
· Format: Presentation.
· Duration: 20 minutes.
· Objective: To provide concise, itemized support for the content described in section 2. Report on the semester's research work of the written report, and to establish the actual and substantive progress of the student's research. It is important to clearly highlight the original work carried out in accordance with the research plan.
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
